Year 8 – Africa Assessment
The Africa assessment is a blog writing task which is completed near the end of the Africa scheme of work. Using various pieces of evidence and the knowledge they have learnt during lessons, students are firstly asked to imagine they have won the trip of a lifetime across the continent of Africa – the only catch is they must write regular blog posts about their adventures ensuring they meet the criteria provided by Lonely Planet for their blog posts. They have to use the evidence from across the last 6 lessons to draw out the range of evidence for how diverse the African continent is and how it changes as you move from region to region for physical and human geography.  The assessment is completed individually by students.
