Year 7 – Russia Assessment
The Russia assessment is a persuasive letter writing task which is completed near the end of the Russia scheme of work. Using various pieces of evidence and the knowledge they have learnt during lessons, students are firstly asked to consider what they think would be best for an imaginary friend who lives in Siberia – to stay in this remote and isolated region or to move to Moscow. They are then asked to write a persuasive letter to the friend’s parents trying to convince them of their point of view. They have to use the evidence from across the last 6 lessons to draw out the push and pull factors and use this to inform their decisions.  The assessment is completed individually by students. 
To support students and their work there are several documents to give them:
